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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)
Regarding 
Automatic Contribution Service
Why is the Champaign Church of Christ offering this automatic donation service now? 
We have been considering this "optional" method of accepting member donations for some time. Automated donations, or EFT as it is usually referred to, is becoming a more common practice with a number religious organizations nation- wide. This is an option that has been requested by church members over the last few years. 
In studying this donation method, we have determined that Automatic Contribution Service will allow church members to manage their contributions in a more efficient and consistent manner. This option also facilitates budgeting as well as creating a behavior of giving that provides them greater confidence, control, and management of their contributions. 
How does the debit actually post to my bank account? 
Champaign Church of Christ's administrator sends a confidential and secure payment file to the bank that manages its business banking account. The file sent to the bank will contain your debit amount for that particular donation 
cycle (e.g., weekly, semi-monthly, or annually).  Our bank processes the payments through the ACH network. This ACH network is a highly reliable and efficient nationwide electronic funds transfer system governed by the National Automated Clearing House Association, which provides for the inter-bank clearing of electronic payments for participating depository financial institutions. 
How do automatic donations save the Champaign Church of Christ money and members’ time? 
Processing ACH transactions is much less expensive than processing checks and other forms of payment. In addition, ACH significantly improves the likelihood that church members intending to make regular payments will not forget, relieving one of the burden of writing checks, or missing one's regular donation while away on vacation or out of town attending family events and activities. 
What if I decide that I no longer wish to make an automatic donation but want to donate by check or cash? 
This is common and provisions have been made to accommodate such requests. To comply with consumer banking laws and assure that we follow your instruction, Champaign Church of Christ requires that these changes are received in writing before terminating the Automatic Contribution Service. You simply write a letter to the Champaign Church of Christ "attention: Church Administrator" and request that the church terminate the debit to your account. Upon receipt, we require a minimum of ten (10) business days for processing, and will terminate it on the next regularly scheduled automatic donation.
